Bachelor of Arts in Social Work (BASW) — Program Application Form

The BA in Social Work is a two-year (four semester) program designed for full-time
study. Students are admitted during the Fall Semester only. As a cohort group, students
typically begin and end the program at the same time, and are expected to complete their
BASW degree requirements in two years.

Transfer Students
Transfer students must complete two separate applications:
1. SFSU Application for Admission online using CalState Apply, www.calstate.edu/apply, by

the November 30 2021 deadline. All official college transcripts must be sent to the SF
State Office of Undergraduate Admissions by the due date.

2. BASW supplemental application. After completing CalState Apply application, students
who meet the eligibility requirements described above can access the supplemental
application forms/documents from the BASW Admissions page. The BASW
supplemental application deadline is Monday, January 3, 2021, 11:59 pm PST.

1 Awritten personal statement that documents interest in or experience with social work
and human services; addresses community service, civic engagement, and voluntarism;
indicates values and commitment to the profession; and reveals educational goals
consistent with the School’s mission. Rename your personal statement according to
these instructions: Last name in upper case; first initial in upper case; and the phrase
“personal statement”. (Sample: REYES M personal statement)

1 Aresume. Rename your resume file according to these instructions: Last name in upper
case; first initial in upper case; and the word “resume”. (Sample: REYES M resume).

] Optional: Letter of reference from a current or former instructor vouching for your
academic suitability for the BASW program.
